Reform Movements Procedures

1. Have the students work in groups of 3-4. Prior to going to the computer lab, assign a reform movement or movements to each group.

2. Working in groups, the students will research an assigned reform group in Texas.  After compiling their information, they will make a “Texas Broadside” (Be sure to provide the definition of a broadside-posters, pamphlets, signs, or public notices used to advertise an issue in the 1800s-early 1900s) utilizing a propaganda technique.  

3. The students will research their assigned reform group using the Handbook of Texas Online http://www.tsha.utexas.edu/handbook/online and other websites or research materials your library may have.  

4. The students could make their broadside on poster board or in Microsoft Publisher.

5. The broadside will incorporate information as per the requirements in Planning

  
Sheet 1.

6. The broadside will also include illustrations depicting the 1) name of the reform movement; 2) cause or purpose of the movement and 3) something the notable individual(s) would be identified with. 

7. Hang the broadsides around the room and have each group share information about its reform movement. The class will also need to identify which propaganda technique was used. While the groups are presenting, one scribe from each group will be taking notes about the other reform movements.  Each group will then discuss and choose which reform movement they believe was the most important and why. The group’s spokesperson will then have to convince the class that their choice is the right one and that the entire class should agree with them for such and such reasons.
