1. Prison Reform (Goal:  Better prison conditions and treatment of the prisoners. Development of a boys’ reformatory to keep juveniles from being incarcerated with adult criminals. 

2.  Prohibition (Movement against alcoholic beverages)

3.  Women Suffrage (Right for women to vote)

4.  Texas Federation of Women’s Clubs (Goal: Combined the efforts of women’s clubs for improvements in education, natural resource conservation, home life, public affairs, international affairs, the arts, and Texas heritage.)

5.  Anti-Saloon League of Texas (Goal: Stressed cohesive organization of the various prohibition groups and intense lobbying of the Democratic Party against liquor.) 

6.  Texas Woman’s Christian Temperance Union (Goal: to promote total abstinence from alcoholic beverages and put liquor dealers out of business, for the purpose of reducing crime, poverty and immorality)

7.  Texas Equal Suffrage Association (Goal: the right for women to vote)

8.  Texas Equal Rights Association (Goal: to secure voting and political rights for women on the same terms as men, including the right to hold political office and serve on juries)

9.  Texas Association Opposed to Woman Suffrage (Goal: Publish and circulate information against woman suffrage and to appeal to the “Large Majority of Thinking women” opposed to female voting rights in Texas.)

10.  Texas Congress of Mothers (Goal: Pursued legislation to safeguard public health, provide care for dependent and delinquent children, improve the public school system, and protect working women.)

11.  Texas Federation of Colored Women’s Clubs (Goal: Strived for improvements in education, home life, public affairs, and better working conditions for African-American women.)

12.  The Brotherhood of Timber Workers (Goal: shorter working hours, higher wages, safer working conditions, greater independence-“Company Towns”)

13.  NAACP (Goal: Promoted equal rights for the African American.)

14.  Texas Brewers Association (Goal: Promote the sale of liquor or wet counties. They opposed the adoption of the poll-tax amendment in 1902, and supported a bill that provided for a mandatory two-year period between local-option elections)

15.  The Texas Local Option Association (Goal: Promoted the right for individual counties, municipalities, and precincts the power to ban alcohol)

16. Ida M. Darden (Leader in Texas Association Opposed to Woman Suffrage)

17. Pauline Wells (Leader in Texas Association Opposed to Woman Suffrage)
