CLOSING THE OPEN RANGE
With the invention of barbed wire and the development of the windmill, the era of the open range system of grazing and raising cattle came to an end.

As the ranches were fenced, the ranchers had to take into consideration the location of their property lines, natural water sources, expense of constructing windmills, and rotation of cattle into different pastures to save grass at different times of the year.

You are a West Texas rancher in 1893.  You have 4 sections of land (one section = 640 acres).  You must fence your 4 sections into equal pastures, and each must have a water source.  You have the finances to construct one windmill.  

Given this information, evaluate your situation and illustrate how you would develop your ranch fences to utilize your pastures for the benefit of your cattle.  
Remember you must draw your cross-fences (fences that divide your pastures), and you can build one windmill.  Your outside perimeter fence has already been done for you.
