A.  LARIAT- rope used to catch horses and cattle

B.  RODEO- originally a round up of cattle, today used to describe a sporting event

C.  COWBOY- person who works cattle on a ranch, from the back of a horse

D.  CORRAL- area used to contain horses and cattle

E.  CHAPS- leg coverings for cowboys who work cattle in brushy areas

F.  RANCH- business operation in which livestock are raised and taken care of by cowboys
