The Cattle Kingdom
The student will be able to apply the information they have learned from their study of the Texas Cattle Kingdom to demonstrate their knowledge of cattle trails, cattle drives, the importance of our Spanish heritage on Texas ranching, and the significance of windmills and barbed wire.

PROJECT:  The student will create a TEXAS CATTLE KINGDOM booklet.

Grade Level:  4th
Subject:  Texas History

MATERIALS NEEDED:  Construction paper (2), latigo (thin strips of leather; yarn can be substituted for the latigo)
Use the construction paper as the covers of the booklet, insert the 4 pages between the covers and tie together with latigo.

Procedure:  The student will construct a booklet with the following information:
