In 1844, I was elected president of the Republic of Texas.


I received my M.D. degree at Jefferson Medical College in 1827.


I am known as the “Architect of Annexation” because of how I managed Texas’s foreign relations.


In 1841, I was appointed as Secretary of State of the Republic of Texas.


On February 19, 1846, at the ceremony setting up the government of Texas as a state in the Union, I declared, "The Republic of Texas is no more."


In 1853, I helped found the Medical Association of Texas.


I am buried in Glenwood Cemetery in Houston, Texas.

In 1839, Mirabeau Lamar selected me as the capital of Texas.


I am located on the north bank of the Colorado River.


Joseph Harrell, a hunter who erected a tent on the riverbank in 1835, originally established me.


I am situated in Travis County.


I was originally named Waterloo.

I was born in Virginia on December 13, 1790.


In 1808, I received my M.D. degree from the medical school at the University of Pennsylvania.


I arrived in Texas in 1831 and joined a group in Brazoria wanting independence from Mexico.


I participated in the battle of Gonzales in 1835.


I served in the First Congress of Texas and as speaker of the House during its second session.


I served as Secretary of War under Republic of Texas, President Maribeau B. Lamar.


I died on September 22, 1856 and I am buried at Eagle Island Plantation in Brazoria County.

Card 3





I am from Great Britain; I was born in 1801, and I was a British knight.


I was the governor of Bermuda.


In 1842 I arrived in Galveston, Texas as British charge d’affaires of the Republic of Texas.


I became a personal friend of Sam Houston and Anson Jones and tried to secure peace between Mexico and the Republic of Texas.


Because Great Britain did not want the Republic of Texas to join the United States, I worked actively against the annexation of Texas by the United States.


In 1845, I went to Mexico to secure a treaty guaranteeing Texas independence from Mexico.


I died at Witteycombe, Exeter, England, on September 9, 1875.

I was the first Governor of the state of Texas.


In 1836, I was appointed Attorney General of the Republic of Texas and later succeeded Stephen F. Austin as Secretary of State.


During the Republic of Texas years, I was the Texas minister to England and France and secured trade agreements with both countries.


I helped negotiate a treaty of annexation with the United States.


During the Mexican War, I led the Second Texas Regiment at the battle of Monterrey.


I served in the United States Senate as a senator from Texas. 


I am buried in the State Cemetery in Austin.

Card 5








I was born on April 8, 1809, in Caen, Normandy, France.


While serving as the secretary of the French legation to the United States, my reports to the French foreign minister influenced the French government to recognize Texas in a treaty of friendship, navigation and commerce. 


I built a home on the east side of Austin, Texas that is known today as the French Legation.


I was a supporter of Sam Houston and a bitter enemy of Mirabeau B. Lamar.


In 1840, I was appointed to head the new legation to Texas and was given the rank of charge d’affaires.


I worked with my British colleague, Capt. Charles Elliot, to try and prevent the annexation of the Republic of Texas by the United States.


I died in 1888 in my residence, known as Le Prieure, in St. Martin du Vieux Belleme, a village in Normandy, France.

I was the 2nd president of the Republic of Texas.


I was a colonel in charge of the cavalry at the Battle of San Jacinto.


As president of the Republic of Texas, I wanted all Native Americans removed from Texas.


I am known as the “Father of Texas Education.”


I was opposed to annexation by the United States.


I was appointed United States minister to Nicaragua and Costa Rica.


I am buried in the Masonic Cemetery in Richmond, Texas

I lived with the Cherokee Indians for several years and was named “the Raven.”


I served twice as president of the Republic of Texas.


I was major general of the Texas army during the revolution with Mexico.


I was nicknamed “Old Sam Jacinto.”


I served as one of the first senators from Texas to the United States.


I opposed secession and refused to take an oath of loyalty to the Confederate States of America.


I am buried in the Oakwood Cemetery at Huntsville, Texas.

I was born in Virginia in 1802, graduated from the University of Nashville in 1826, became an attorney, and married Sarah Ann Groce in 1827.


I was in favor of independence from Mexico.


In 1836, I was appointed as a minister to the United States in hopes of negotiating the annexation of Texas by the United States. 


In 1838, I was elected to the Texas Senate.


I was killed in 1839 when my pistol was accidentally discharged as I was dismounting from my horse.


Wharton County was named in my honor.


I am buried in the family cemetery at Eagle Island Plantation near Brazoria.

I was born in South Carolina around 1796


I moved to Ohio in 1818 where I established a legal practice and became such a good orator that I was called the “Patrick Henry of the West.”


I was very interested in military affairs and was appointed a brigadier general in the Ohio state militia.


In 1843, U.S. President John Tyler appointed me as minister extraordinary to Central America and charge d’affaires to the Republic of Texas.


I worked diligently for the annexation of Texas to the United States.


I died of yellow fever in Galveston, on July 12, 1844, and I was buried there the following day.
